Equine Semen Thawing Instructions

The semen that you received was packaged in 0.5ml straws.  Use 4 straws for each insemination

1. Heat water bath to 95-97 degrees F.

2. Remove 4  semen straws from storage cane and place in water bath.

3. Allow semen to thaw for a minimum of 30 seconds.

4. Remove straws from water bath and dry thoroughly.

5. Cut the sealed ends of the straws and invert them into a warmed test tube   Once inverted cut the plug end, thus allowing the semen to run out into the test tube.

6. Draw the semen into an insemination pipette.  (Leave approx.  5cc air pocket in syringe so that all of semen can be pushed out of pipette.

7. Inseminate the mare.  

8. We recommend that approximately 10cc of warmed extender**(95 degrees) be used to flush the pipette.  Have this extender ready in a separate syringe so that you can easily remove the syringe used for the semen and then flush the pipette without removing the pipette.  

9.  For best results inseminate mare within 6 hour AFTER ovulation.  Use low dose            
insemination technique
All implements used should be pre-warmed to body temperature.  The process of thawing and inseminating should take no more than 3 to 4 minutes.

**Use an equine semen extender such as ARS “BF”
